[image: ]The Alaska Marine Highway System (AMHS) is crucial to the transportation infrastructure of the coastal communities. AMHS serves twenty-one Southeast communities with connections to Prince Rupert, British Columbia in Canada, and Bellingham, Washington. Seven AMHS vessels serve the region including mainline ports of Ketchikan, Wrangell, Petersburg, Sitka, Juneau, Haines and Skagway. Secondary feeder routes connect the communities of Kake, Angoon, Tenakee Springs, Hoonah, Pelican, Metlakatla and Hollis with mainline service.
