Airport Terminal Renovation Project
The airport terminal is an essential transportation facility that needs substantial modernization to provide levels of service expected by today’s travelers. In December 2003, after careful study of multiple options including the construction of a new replacement terminal, the JNU Board endorsed the concept of renovation to address a myriad of programmatic and functional deficiencies. In 2005, a renovation master plan was developed to address critical needs and consider modest future needs based on calculated projections. The concept called for demolishing the older (circa 1950) sections of the terminal, renovating the 1984 portion, adding toward the east end of the site, and constructing a covered parking facility.  
Air travel to and from Juneau has more than doubled since 1984, but facilities have not matured with that growth. Renovation and Expansion of the airport terminal were released for public advertisement for bids on December 31, 2008.
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
